Directions:

1. View the patient walk, drink from a cup, put on a coat and
button clothing.

2. Rate the severity of dyskinesias. These may include cho-
rea, dystonia, and other dyskinetic movements in combination.
Rate the patient’s worst function.

3. Check which dyskinesias you see (more than one response
possible).

4. Check the type of dyskinesia that is causing the most dis-
ability on the tasks seen on the tape (only one response is per-
mitted).

Severity rating code: 0, absent; 1, minimal severity, no inter-
ference with voluntary motor acts; 2, dyskinesias may impair
voluntary movements but patient is normally capable of under-
taking most motor acts; 3, intense interference with movement
control and daily life activities are greatly limited; 4, violent
dyskinesias, incompatible with any normal motor task.
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
